BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the proper Ton Officials be, and they are
hereby, authorized to effect whatever actions are necessary in the execution and discharge
of Change Order No. 2, for the 2014 Improvement of Seneca Place increasing the
contract price to $228,994.09.
