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On a motion by Councilman Donnelly seconded by Councilwoman Neylan, Council
approved the Minutes of the Town Council Conference Session & Regular Meeting held
September 12, 2017.

PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

OPEN DISCUSSION BY CITIZENS

Tim Harrington, owner of property on Elm Street, spoke about Hudson Bay Company that owns
Saks and Lord & Taylor and about Montclair’s Central Business District and submitted some
documents to the Clerk.

Kevin Monroe of 307 Windsor Avenue, spoke about a permit he received to hold the annual
Unity Games at Windsor Park and thanked the Mayor and some of the Councilmen for attending.
He complained that the police came the next day because he was continuing his event on the
public property, but did not have a permit for that day. He said that it happens every year and he
demanded to know why a certain policeman is always working on Labor Day. Mayor asked if he
could get a permit for two day instead of one. Administrator stated that was possible. Mayor
told Mr. Monroe that he should come to his office to talk to him before the event next year and
they would work it out.

Greg Kasko of 434 Everson Place said he wanted to clear up a misquote in the newspaper from
the last time he spoke at the microphone. He said he did not say there were sidewalk cafes
operating without a license, but he rather accused them of operating without insurance. He then
spoke about social media posts regarding occupancy rates in downtown Westfield as well as
other towns and said that the posts were inaccurate.

Catherine Haldeman of 446 Edgewood Avenue spoke regarding the parklet in the downtown.
She said that she had read on Facebook that somebody who attempted to use the parklet was
turned away by one of the restaurants because they said it was reserved table. The Mayor asked
if the person who was turned away was her and she responded that it was not. She praised the
Mayor for previously responding by email to many questions about the parklet and its use earlier
in the summer, but because of this Facebook post it was not working as intended. She said she
does not think taxpayers should pay to promote private business. Mayor responded that the
parklet is currently in its trial period and the Town has received many comments about the
parklet which will all be considered this winter before any installation next year. He said that the
town did pay for the parklet and asked the restaurants that they provide tables and chairs and that
they were not to be reserved. The Mayor indicated that the Town cannot react to a Facebook
post that allegedly happened, but that he has seen the parklet used by many people at all times of
the day and that it has been a success in its first season.

Debby Burslem of 256 Kimball Avenue spoke about the parklet and said she thought it was a
private/public endeavor to help the downtown and asked if that was not true. The Mayor
reiterated that the parklet program is in its trial period and will be evaluated before next season.

Adrian Pastore of 408 Poe Avenue spoke about the negative banter on social media and said she
believes if you have an issue you should confront the person face to face. She said she happened
to be on a social media site and saw a photo of a sign from the Festifall provided by the
Republican party that said “We are the party of Westfield” and she took exception to that
statement because she perceived it to mean that since she is a Democrat that meant her voice
would not be heard. Mayor responded that she had misinterpreted the slogan. He said he has
been using that slogan since he took office meaning that party politics should not matter at a
local level and he was really saying “We are the party of Westfield, not the party of Republicans
or Democrats”. He told Ms. Pastore to watch his videos where the slogan is more fully
explained.

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Westfield hereby requests the
Director of the Division of Local Government Services to approve the insertion of an item of
revenue in the budget year 2017 in the sum of $7,581.18, of which $7,480.24 is now available
from the Division of Highway Traffic Safety Drunk Driving Enforcement Fund along with
$100.94 from previously received and unappropriated grant funds; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the like sum be, and the same is hereby appropriated under
the following caption:

General Appropriations
Drunk Driving Enforcement Fund $7,581.18

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that one copy of this resolution be forwarded electronically to
the Division of Local Government Services by the Chief Financial Officer.

The following resolution, introduced by Councilwoman Neylan, seconded by Councilman Stokes
was adopted by the following roll call vote:

(220) BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Council of the Town of Westfield, in the County of
Union, New Jersey (the "Town") (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively
concurring), as follows:

Section 1. Pursuant to the Local Budget Law and an ordinance adopted by the
Town Council of the Town on September 26, 2017 (the "Ordinance"), the Town appropriated
$700,000 as a special emergency appropriation pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:4-53 for the preparation
and execution of a program of revaluation of real property. Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:4-55,
$700,000 principal amount of Special Emergency Notes are hereby authorized to be issued.
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Section 2. Such notes are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to the
Ordinance and this resolution and shall be negotiable notes payable to bearer, and shall bear
interest at a rate per annum as may be hereafter determined within the limitations prescribed by
law, and such interest shall be payable at the maturity of such notes. The notes shall be dated on
or about the date of their issuance and may be renewed from time to time, but at least 1/5 of the
total amount of notes hereby authorized, and the renewals thereof, shall mature and be paid in
each year, so that all notes and renewals shall have matured and have been paid not later than the
last day of the fifth year following the date of this resolution. The issuing officers are authorized
to provide that the notes may be redeemable at the option of the Town.

Section 3. The Mayor and the Chief Financial Officer are hereby authorized to
execute said notes, and the Town Clerk is hereby authorized to affix the seal of the Town to such
notes and to attest such seal and said notes, and said officers are hereby authorized to issue said
notes in such form as they may adopt in conformity with law and to recite therein that all
requirements and conditions of law have been complied with in the issuance of said notes, and
that said notes are within every debt and other limit prescribed by the Constitution or statutes of
New Jersey.

Section 4. The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell said notes and
any renewals thereof from time to time, at not less than par and accrued interest and to determine
within the limitations prescribed by this resolution, the date, principal amount, maturity date, and
denomination of said notes, and the rate of interest said notes shall bear and to deliver such notes
upon receiving the purchase price to be paid therefor.

Section 5. The Town Council hereby designates the Special Emergency Notes as
"qualified tax-exempt obligations" for the purpose of Section 265(b)(3) of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"). It is hereby determined and stated that the Special
Emergency Notes (1) are not "private activity bonds" as defined in the Code and (2) the Town
and its subordinate entities, if any, do not reasonably anticipate issuing in excess of $10 million
of new money tax-exempt obligations (other than private activity bonds) during the calendar year
2017. The Town will, to the best of its ability, attempt to comply with respect to the limitations
on issuance of tax-exempt obligations pursuant to Section 265(b)(3) of the Code; however, the
Town does not covenant to do so, and expressly states that a covenant is not made hereby.

Section 6. A certified copy of this resolution shall be filed with the Director of
the Division of Local Government Services.

Section 7. This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.
