Westfield firefighter Michael Lanza, just 35 years old, passed away on February 22nd.
Born and raised in Westfield, Mike was a career firefighter with 14 years of service helping
others. Even more important, he was a loving husband and father of two children. May he rest
in peace.

Terry DiFalco, a freshman at Westfield High School, lost her life on March 4th as a result
of a tragic accident. Just 14 years old, the outpouring of emotion at the prayer service at St.
Helen’s Church which was attended by hundreds of mourners, speaks to how many lives she
touched in her too short life. May she rest in peace.

On a motion by Councilman Arena, seconded by Councilman Della Fera, Council
approved the Minutes of the Town Council Meeting held February 21, 2017 with Councilman

Stokes abstaining.

PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

OPEN DISCUSSION BY CITIZENS

Guy Solantano of 1700 Boulevard spoke against the idea of having Westfield be a Sanctuary
City. He said it should not be considered by the Town as it is wrong and immoral.

Lisa O’Dwyer of 20 South Wickem Drive spoke in support of illegal immigrants.

Mike Malgieri of 20 North Wickom Drive spoke in opposition to becoming a Sanctuary City. He
asked where we draw the line on what is legal and illegal. He said the people in favor of
Sanctuary Cities should have sanctuary homes instead.

Marcie Bandelli of 209 Tuttle Parkway spoke in favor of Sanctuary Cities and gave an
explanation of what she believes a Sanctuary City is.
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John Barker of 461 Elm Street said that there is no legal definition of what a Sanctuary City is.
He said there are basically two interpretations. One is that law enforcement will not actively

inquire about status as a citizen unless there is a felony or a DWI. He said that is already being
done. Second is that undocumented immigrants are actively harbored and federal agencies are
not cooperated with. He said that is illegal. He said you can’t solve a problem we don’t have.

Lisa Spineira of Mohawk Trail said she was against Sanctuary Cities but expressed displeasure
about even having the discussion since the Town experienced a tragedy with the young girl
dying last week. She said there is poor lighting in the streets of Westfield and that is more
important to light the streets so that children can be safe.

Alicia Barker of 461 Elm Street spoke against placing blame for the death that recently occurred
on poor lighting in town. She said it was the last thing the family of the victim of the tragic
accident would want.

Ray Gargulo of 1001 Cranford Avenue spoke against Sanctuary Cities He said those who were
bringing up this situation now were doing it because of the current federal administration. He
said nothing has changed and the laws are the same concerning immigration.

Michael Villance of 418 W. Broad Street spoke on immigration. He said there are over two
million people waiting to come to the country legally and cannot come because so many
immigrants come illegally.

Brad Schaeffer of 614 Fairmont Avenue spoke on the Sanctuary City issue. He said it was a big
city problem not a small town problem. He said it would draw illegal immigrants to the town
and be a burden on the taxpayers.

Michael Pitman of 544 Hort Street spoke in support of sanctuary cities. He said the reason why
he supports the idea of a sanctuary city, and he understands it is not illegal, is that he is worried
about the federal government or the executive branch which seems to be driven by a policy of
white nationalism and he is not necessarily worried about what the police in Westfield are doing
but worried about what they are going to be doing in two years. He said he was looking at a lot
of white faces in Westfield and said that was new to him.

Mike Rameriz of 733 Summit Avenue spoke against Sanctuary cities. He said that because
Westfield has white citizens, they are not white supremacists and blamed the media for the
portrayal of the current administration. He spoke against Sanctuary Cities.

Kathleen Garguilo of 1001 Cranford Avenue spoke regarding poor street lighting and said the
streets were dark. She also spoke against Sanctuary cities.

Sheila Wiggins of 712 Harding Street spoke in opposition of Sanctuary Cities.
