MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING HELD SEPTEMBER 12, 2017

On a motion by Councilman LoGrippo seconded by Councilman Arena, Council
approved the Minutes of the Town Council Conference Session & Regular Meeting held August

8, 2017, with Councilman Donnelly abstaining.

PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

OPEN DISCUSSION BY CITIZENS

Lynn Smith of 107 E. Broad Street spoke regarding parking when it snows since the Town
ordinance prohibits parking on the street when snow covered with three or more inches until the
street can be plowed. Ms. Smith complained about the ordinance when first introduced and said
she did not have the option of parking in a friend or family member’s driveway (she resides in an
apartment in the downtown area) and wanted to know what she could do. It was explained to her
at that time that this was the first year and the town was assessing the issue and what options it
could provide. Ms. Smith was assured that the town would not be ticketing at this point and
would only be issuing warnings. Ms. Smith again expressed her displeasure with the ordinance.
The Town Administrator explained that he was aware that Ms. Smith had a Night Owl Permit
and that the town would allow her to park where she normally does with the Night Owl Permit
when the streets were snow covered. He further explained that Ms. Smith’s landlord came to see
him on Ms. Smith’s behalf and this was explained to her a few weeks ago.

Greg Kasko of 434 Everson Place spoke about the Town’s Sidewalk Café ordinance. He said
that he put in an Open Public Records Act (OPRA) request for the applications and
accompanying paperwork for several restaurants that had sidewalk café licenses. He said that
when he comes to the microphone, he already knows the answers to his questions and just wants
to see how he will be answered. He said that the town’s ordinance mandates a six foot distance
from where the chairs and tables are located to the curb and that the ADA only requires four feet
so he didn’t have an issue with four feet instead or six. He also said that he did not like the
drawings that accompanied the applications as they did not detail the footage on the diagrams.
He went on to say that many of the insurance certificates he had in his possession where expired
already (which is common since the insurance certificates expire at different times throughout
the year even though they are current when submitted and are ultimately renewed). He then said
that he understood that anyone running for Council needs to live in the Town of Westfield and
asked one of the council members if he only resided in Westfield. When the council member
stated that Westfield was his only residence, Mr. Kasko asked if it was his parent’s house to
which the council member responded in the affirmative.
