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Rink Advisory Commitiee

Purpose: The Rink Advisory Committee was established to provide a conduit between the rink operator and
the neighbors, hockey community, Recreation Commission, and Governments of Westfield and Garwood in
order to address issues that arose during the rink season. The committee did not have direct authority to
mandate changes, but instead made recommendations to the rink operator and forwarded issues to town
officials as needed.

Members (alphabetically): Ken Anderson (Rink Operator), Michael Dardia (WF Councilman, Ward 2), Beth

Actions Taken:

« During early months of rink build out and initial operations, committee met bi-weekly to discuss issues
raised by neighbors and tracked on Google Drive and worked with town and rink operator to resolve
some of the issues.

+ Inearly December, committee hosted a “listening session” at Town Hall to provide an opportunity for
mostly neighboring residents to express concerns and/or support of the rink operations

+ Several committee members contributed to preparation of this report in order to assist the Westfield
Recreation Commission in evaluating success/failure of the rink. Note that although members may have
participated in preparation of this report, it has not been voted on or “approved” by any individual
member.
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2018-19 Rink Operations: Executive Summary

. The Westfield Rink hosted ~22,000 uses across 675 sessions and 810 hours of usage during the four-month operating season
which ran from November 2018-February 2019. Including construction and dismantling, the rink occupied the Gumbert
basketball courts for six months, from October 2018-March 31, 2019

. The rink’s presence expanded ice time availability in the area, allowed hockey to grow in Westfield, and provided
recreational skating opportunities for residents of Westfield and other nearby towns

. Neighborhood concerns about the rink’s operations include hockey noise, aesthetics, parking, traffic, lighting, hours of
operation, idling cars, noise during construction/dismantling, and possible negative impact to property values

. At December listening session, Mews business owner cited decreased year-over-year sales in her store for Black Friday
weekend. This committee has received no additional information regarding impact on sales since that session which led
to the front gates being closed and a monitor placed at the front of the rink to deter rink users from parking in the Mews
lot.

. As part of the contractual arrangement, the Town of Westfield received upgrades to sidewalks and picnic areas valued at
~$35,600. In addition, upon closure of the rink, approximately $6,600 worth of concrete blocks and stone dust was
donated to the Westfield DPW and $1,400 worth of shrubs were planted.

«  The Town spent $3,600 of DPW time and incurred $2,800 of crossing guard costs for total cost to town of ~$13,400 as a result
of the rink's presence

. According to P&L information provided by the operator, the rink did not show a net profit for the season and no revenue
sharing payment is due to the town

. The Rink Advisory Committee does not have, nor was it asked for, a unified opinion on whether the rink should return, as
that is the responsibility of the Recreation Commission and Town Council

* Rink lost over $300k for operator in year one, of which ~$140k was attributable to one-time expenses to prepare the site

* Additional power/water bills of ~$25K have not been received and are not included in above expenses — financials above are not final

* Given loss, the Town of Westfield is not entitled to any additional payments on top of value of contractual improvements provided
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Traffic/Safety Impact

According to data supplied by the Town of Westfield, there were 36 “Calls for Service” to the Westfield Police
Department between November 1, 2018-February 28, 2019. These included:

» Four motor vehicle complaints, eleven parking complaints, and two public service complaints that led to
a total of ten summons being issued. Several of the complaints were dismissed as the referrals were
deemed to be without merit

« Six noise complaints, one of which was related to baseball field work unrelated to the rink
» Four medical calls, three of which were at the rink, one of which was not linked to the rink
« Nine other calls, including motor vehicle stops, random checks, and assisting a disabled motor vehicle

The log of these calls for service, as provided, is included in the appendix to this document.
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Hockey Impact

The addition of a rink to Westfield created additional ice availability for area hockey, including Westfield and
neighboring towns. The Rink:

« Allowed for the WF Boys Hockey programs to add ice time for all teams and continue the operation of a
third team (~18 players)

+ Allowed for the WF HS Girls Hockey program to grow from 23 to 36 girls while adding a JV team, and more
than double their ice time which would not have been possible without the additional capacity

« Allowed Westfield Hockey Club to add a third middle school team which would not have been possible
without the additional ice time

+ Allowed the Cranford Hockey Club, which says that approximately 42% of its players are from Westfield, to
expand ifs programs

+ Freed up travel time for the players by not requiring as much travel to rinks in Union, Bayonne, Newark,
Woodbridge, West Orange, and others sites

« Offered a girls hockey clinic featuring a woman'’s professional hockey player

* Hosted a “Blue Puck” clinic led by WF HS Boys Hockey team for beginning hockey players

« Created community service opportunities for players, including the “Blue Puck” event, and others
« Hosted 15 learn-to-play hockey sessions

« Provided 177 hours of open hockey time for players of all ages to practice
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Community Impact

The addition of a rink to Westfield created ice availability for the Westfield community and those of
neighboring towns. The Rink:

* Provided 145 hours of open public skating with over 4,400 uses by Westfield residents and over 2,900 uses
by residents of other fowns

« Hosted five Westfield elementary school skate nights that showed increased participation and
engagement according to the event planners

» Hosted one Garwood community event hosted by Garwood Recreation Dept.

+ Hosted two adaptive needs skating events co-sponsored by Union Thunder hockey and the Union County
Office for Persons With Disabilities & Special Needs

« Provided 15 learn-to-skate clinics for beginning skaters
« Held a grand opening celebration for the community and a public skate following the town tree lighting

« Offered a public skate “Thank you" event where town service providers (Police, fire, etc.) were offered
free admission for themselves and their families

« Offered five curling events where participants received instruction from an area curling club
* Provided employment to 26 new hires from the Westfield community to support rink operations
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Neighborhood Impact

Throughout the rink construction, operating season, and rink dismantling, many neighborhood residents have
raised concerns regarding:

« Construction noise — numerous complaints relating to beeping trucks and other noise

* Hockey noise — sounds of puck hitting boards compared to gunshots and whistles

+ Rink aesthetics — Neighbors compare it to a trailer park

» Parking overflow — typically on weekends during game changeovers

+ |dling busses and cars — complaints of busses idling in Gumbert ot

« Lighting — complaints of bright lights

* Improper drop-offs/pick-ups - rink attendees are not supposed to be dropped off at rink entrance
+ lllegal parking in private Mews parking lot

» Impact to local businesses

* Reductions in property value

An issue tracker was maintained throughout the season which logged issues as raised by neighbors. The
entire issue tracker is provided as a supplement to this report, however most of the issues map to at least one
of the item:s listed above.

The Rink Advisory Committee held a listening session in early December to allow the neighbors to provide
feedback. The minutes of that session are also provided in the appendix to this report.

Brad Rothenberg kicked off the session with opening remarks laying out the committee’s objectives, introduced the members,
highlighted some of the adjustments that have been made based on the committee’s discussions, and laid out the objectives
for the evening'’s listening session.

Feedback:

Megan , @ Washington School parent read a letter she had sent showing the appreciation and enjoyment the Washington
School community got from its skate night held at the rink and that it sold out very quickly.

Christine Spear, President of the Point homeowner's Association raised concerns including: “Looks like a trailer park,” noise —
“pucks hitting board sound like gunfire,” whistles, Zamboni, cheering crowds. She also mentioned the parking, safety, and
idling car concerns.

Tom Pedas, a Pointe resident with an apartment directly facing the rink spoke to raise concerns about the noise, the
construction phase of 4-6 weeks and that the tent acts as an acoustical shell, aiming the noise right towards the Pointe
apartments. This led to a question as to why the rink was open on the end facing the apartments. Ken Anderson explained

that Green Acres does not permit a fully enclosed structure. Mr. Pedas also spoke of the noise from the leaf blowers for
several hours and past 8pm. He also raised the issues of the buses idling in front of the rink and of the parking impacting
Garwood businesses. He later spoke again to mention that the Mews rental office expressed concerns that full lots at the
Mews would prevent potential renters from renting there.

Claudine Looms, owner of the Pet Store on N. Avenue adjacent to the rink spoke of the negative impact to her business this
year compared to last year. She stated that her sales over the post-Thanksgiving shopping weekend were down 24% vs prior
year. She also stated that only 3 of the coupons that were included in the rink opening ceremony gift bags were presented for
use at her store — suggesting that the rink patrons are not patronizing the nearby businesses. She stated that customers have
said that lack of available parking was preventing them from shopping there.

The Garwood Chief of Police stated that his department needed to work with the Mews management to do a better job of
enforcing parking restrictions at the Mews. This may lead to ticketing or towing of improperly parked cars. He pointed out that
a customer who purchases a cup of coffee in one of the businesses is no longer a customer if they then leave the premises to
go to the rink.

Lawston Sayer of the Pointe stated that the rink looks like a “junk heap” and expressed concerns that it has devalued his
property.

Sherry Natko, a WF resident who does not live near the rink expressed her appreciation for having a rink in town. She is a
realtor and suggested that the concerns that Pointe apartments are being de-valued are not correct — and she suggested she
has a list of people looking for apartments there. Sherry requested daytime skating sessions.

Jeff Pate, of Salter Place stated that the rink is clearly a successful venture, but that the success has only made it worse than
expected for the neighbors. In addition to the noise complaints already raised, he discussed the cars parking on Salter when
the lot is full, and the noise of car doors slamming from 50+ cars per hour with multiple inhabitants as well as from the car
alarm beeps as they lock and unlock the cars. He also asked for additional enforcement of the bus idling ban in the lot. He
also mentioned the lights added to the Gumbert lot and that he was promised at the original rink walkaround that there would
be no lights.

Julia Sen of Tremont Ave spoke very positively about the rink and suggested that it hasn’t been bad at all for the
Neighborhood and the the traffic is no worse than that of the commuters parking on N. Chestnut, etc.

Wendy Woodford, a Pointe resident and Westfield music teacher, spoke of lights shining into her bedroom in the evenings
form the parking lot. She also stated that one crossing guard asked to use her restroom. Ken Anderson assured her that the
crossing guards have access to and regularly use the on-site restrooms, so he was unsure why that request was made.

Margot ___ of Sherwood Dr. asked that the rink consider opening occasionally during the daytime for “adult skate” hours as
she would prefer to skate without kids zooming around her.

Jonathon O’Hea — of 3™ Ave in Garwood — stated that the rink is a “horrible neighbors.” He discussed the noise and light
pollution and sarcastically suggested that we put a “ferris wheel” there next year.

Marjorie Brown, lives on S. Chestnut one house from Gumbert — said that she has lived there for 17 years, bought there
because it was near parks and baseball fields and LOVES the rink and says the issues have bene overblown.

Jessie Winter of the Leader asked when an evaluation of the rink would be done and whether it would be released to the
media. Brad & Gary responded that anything completed would go to the Recreation Commission which holds open meetings
typically covered by the Leader.

Jen Blumenthal, a Garwood Councilwoman,

Heather Stillufsen spoke to reiterate the impact of the noise, even inside her home. She acknowledged that the rink is a great
idea, but in a terrible location.
