WHEREAS, such resolution of certification shall be adopted by the Governing Body no later than forty-five days after the receipt of the annual audit, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:30-6.5; and
WHEREAS, all members of the governing body have received and have familiarized themselves with, at least, the minimum requirements of the Local Finance Board of the State of New Jersey, as stated aforesaid and have subscribed to the affidavit, as provided by the Local Finance Board; and
WHEREAS, failure to comply with the regulations of the Local Finance Board of the State of New Jersey may subject the members of the local governing body to the penalty provisions of R.S. 52:27BB-52, to wit:
R.S. 52:27BB-52: A local officer or member of a local governing body who, after a date fixed for compliance, fails or refuses to obey an order of the director (Director of Local Government Services), under the provisions of this Article, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction, may be fined not more than one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) or imprisoned for not more than one year, or both, in addition shall forfeit his office.

WHEREAS, based on these initial results it is the opinion of Brinkerhoff to perform further groundwater sampling/monitoring and develop a Remedial Action Workplan, in order to comply with the requirements of the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection, and 
WHEREAS, a proposal was received from Brinkerhoff Environmental Services, Inc., to perform the necessary groundwater evaluation and develop the required NJDEP report, and 
WHEREAS, the Town Engineer has reviewed the Proposal and recommends that a professional services contract for the aforementioned services as outlined in the Proposal dated March 30, 2017, be awarded to Brinkerhoff Environmental Services, Inc., 133 Jackson Road, Suite D, Medford, NJ 08055, and 
WHEREAS, Certificate of the Town Treasurer, certifying to the availability of adequate funds for this contract, prepared in accordance with N.J.A.C. 5:30 1.10 has been furnished to the Town Clerk.  Expenditure of funds to be charged to Public Works Operating Budget 137-254.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Council of the Town of Westfield that the aforementioned contract for professional engineering services be awarded to Brinkerhoff Environmental Services, Inc., 133 Jackson Road, Suite D, Medford, NJ 08055, in an amount not to exceed $25,000.00.
